ACTIVITIES FOR CHILDREN AND YOUNG ADULTS
From Jedi training to building 3-D models, there are many Star Wars themed 
activities that will keep kids of all ages (and adults!) engaged and excited during 
your event. To help you pick activities, we have compiled lists of them for both 
children (ages 4-11) and young adults (ages 12-17) to choose from for your event. 
Please see our Star Wars Activities pages for these lists.

ADVERTISE
Get the word out about your event! Take advantage of free advertising through 
your school or library Web site or contact your local TV news station or newspaper. 
We’ve attached a sample press release you can tailor to your needs! Make sure to 
give news organizations at least a week’s notice. Put up posters in your school or 
library to promote the event. We’ve made one for you to print and use - just add the 
date and time of your event at the bottom.

VOLUNTEERS
Secure volunteers to help during the event. You will want to have at least one 
volunteer at each activity station. If you are doing an event for younger kids, ask 
some teens to volunteer. It will be fun for them, too! Make sure to have them come 
early to help with setup and stay late to help with cleanup.

HANDOUTS
A great idea, especially for younger children, is to provide a handout to all kids 
as they enter your event. On the front, list the different activities offered so the 
young Jedis can hit all the activities and check them off with a lightsaber (a pencil 
taped to the handout). On the back, explain to the caregivers the benefi ts of each 
activity and encourage caregiver involvement with the activities. Prepare and print 
these out for volunteers to distribute at the door.

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DAY OF THE EVENT
SETUP
Set up all the activities. Make sure there is room to get to all stations. Put up 
signs by each activity to let people know what it is (Jedi Library, Jedi Training, 3-D 
Character Building, Asteroid Hunt, etc.). We’ve created signs for you to print and 
use...or design your own! If you are going to have Story Time, make sure you have 
space in the center of your room to fi t everyone. Set up your projector so the whole 
group will get to see the story. If you have a larger venue, you may need to have a 
microphone available so everyone can hear you.

VOLUNTEERS
Have your volunteers help set up the stations and assign them to their activity for 
the event. After everything has been set up, make sure to show your volunteers 
what they will be doing at their activity station. 

OPENING THE DOORS
When you open the doors to let everyone in, make sure you are ready! If you have 
handouts, have plenty of volunteers giving them out at the door to make sure 
everyone gets one. If you are going to have Story Time, you can just have everyone 
come in and fi nd a seat on the fl oor to start the event.

STORY TIME
Having Story Time at the start of the event is a great way to encourage family 
reading and a way to get everyone together to explain the activities available at the 
event. Have everyone sit on the fl oor and use the projector to project the story to 
the wall. If you have characters, giving them a grand entrance at the end of Story 
Time is awesome. Keep them hidden until the kids call for them and then have them 
make their entrance. 

ACTIVITIES
Make sure you have plenty of activities and printouts available for the event. Check 
in with your volunteers frequently to make sure things are going smoothly.

CLEANUP
You will be surprised by how quickly the time fl ies during the event! Once the event 
is over, you will need to assign duties to the volunteers assisting with cleanup so 
everyone knows their responsibilities.

PLAN YOUR NEXT EVENT
Make notes of activities that worked for you and others you may want to try at your 
next event. Pick a date for next year’s event. If you have multiple age groups at your 
school or library, you could schedule an event for a different age group.

ACTIVITIES FOR CHILDREN (AGES 4-11) 

1.  STORY TIME 
 Scan a book and project the images onto the wall so the whole group can 
 see. Have the kids help read along by having special sayings for them. This is a 
 great activity to promote literacy, book sharing with families, and the incredible 
 vocabulary Star Wars books have. Read a story to kick off your event or have the 
 kids write a story to read. (See photo A on left)

2. COSTUME PARTY
 Invite the kids to wear costumes to the event. This encourages creativity and 
 creative play. Plus, it’s fun to see all the costumes!

3. PHOTO OPS
 Have a screen or paper backdrop set up where kids can have their picture taken 
 with characters or cardboard stand-ups. This will build social skills and also give 
 them a keepsake to remember the event! (See photo B on left)

4. JEDI TRAINING OBSTACLE COURSE
 Set up a course for Jedis in training. This could include sheets to duck under, hula 
 hoops to go through, and Jedi bowling (put Stormtrooper images on blocks for 
 kids to knock over with a ball). At the end, have them write their name on a Jedi 
 Training Certifi cate (found online). This could incorporate math, counting (ie. take 
 5 steps forward), writing skills, and more! You may want to have a few volunteers 
 assisting this activity. (See photo C on left)

5. STAR WARS PICTURE BINGO OR CONCENTRATION/MEMORY GAME
 Create bingo cards using character images or create cards to use for the game 
 concentration/memory. This can help teach pattern recognition, memory, 
 matching and sorting as well as social interaction.

6. ASTEROID HUNT & ROCK SORTING
 Set up and area with giant pillow rock blocks and have a volunteer hide asteroids 
 (rocks painted white, silver, gold, and brown) for kids to fi nd. Then have a sheet 
 set out where they can sort the asteroids by color. You can use this to promote 
 counting and sorting skills. (See photo D on left)

7.  JEDI LIBRARY READING CORNER
 Set up an area with beanbags or comfortable chairs for families to sit and read 
 fi ction and nonfi ction Star Wars books from your library. This encourages families 
 to read together and promotes literacy and vocabulary. (See photo E on left)

8. STAR WARS BOARD GAMES
 There are tons of Star Wars themed board games for sale including games such as 
 Trouble, Operation, Monopoly, Guess Who, and many more. Just search Web 
 sites such as Amazon for Star Wars Board Games. These are a great way to 
 encourage social skills.

9. DESTROY THE DEATH STAR
 For younger kids, tape a cut out of the Death Star against the wall and have them 
 toss beanbags to try to hit the Death Star. For the older kids, set up a beanbag 
 toss game with Star Wars images around the hole and place an image of the 
 Death Star inside the hole. The goal is to try to get the beanbag inside the hole 
 and hit the Death Star. This is great for building motor skills and interpersonal 
 skills as well as encouraging physical activity.

10. JEDI BOWLING
 If you don’t choose to have this as part of your Jedi Training Obstacle Course, 
 you can have it as a separate activity. Just set up blocks with Stormtrooper 
 images taped to them and have kids knock them over with a ball. You could 
 also have them count the Stormtroopers they start with, how many they knock 
 over and how many are left. Great for motor skills as well as math and counting 
 skills. (See photos F & G on left)

11. JEDI THEATER
 Create masks to glue on popsicle sticks for kids to play with. You can fi nd masks 
 to print and cut out on the Star Wars Web site. Go to www.starwars.com, select 
 “play” then “activities”. Masks are located under the “print & play” section. While 
 you are there, make sure to check out all their activities! (See photo H on left)

12. CROSSWORD PUZZLES, MAZES, WORD SCRAMBLES & MORE
 While you are checking out the masks at the Star Wars Web site (see #11), 
 make sure to also check out all the activities they have available to print and use. 
 The 501st also has an activity book available at www.501st.com/ipropaganda.php. 
 These teach literacy, vocabulary, and many more important skills.

13. BECOME A STAR WARS ARTIST
 Also on the Star Wars Web site under “print & play” are coloring pages you can 
 print and give out at the event. Coloring will help with motor skills and 
 encourages creativity. (See photo I on left)

14. LIGHTSABER WALL
 Encourage writing skills by having a large sheet of paper on the wall where 
 everyone can sign their name (or the name of the character they are dressed as) 
 with a lightsaber (a marker). Have a bunch of different colors for kids to choose 
 from to make it more creative!

15. LIGHTSABER WARS
 For more daring librarians, set up an area where kids can play with lightsabers 
 (using swim noodles as lightsabers). This encourages cardiovascular exercise, 
 physical activity, and motor skills.
